friends and fellow authors, like Tolstoy.

Though Turgenev is not as household a name as the other Russian writers (though he certainly
should be), you will see here in this wonderful collection, that his language breathes as sure as you
do. His descriptions are full of life as are his characters. One mark, at least for me, of a great writer
is that his readers are able to remember years later his visual and emotional conveyances. You
